Staff has been diligently working on accomplishing tasks on our to do list from the 
Board Retreat. You will see that on the Board Packet under Tasks completed. 
 
We will be presenting a contract to the Board of Directors from the Sacramento 
Area Sewer District about the pipe re-construction at Arcade Creek Park. I am 
getting a bid to renovate the basketball court at Arcade Creek Park by the January 
19th meeting. I am also requesting a bid for Hamilton Street Park basketball court. 
I will have those 2 bids for the Board at the January 19th meeting. If approved, we 
could start renovation on the basketball court at Hamilton Street Park in Spring 
2023. The Sacramento Area Sewer District will not start their project until 2024 
and we will not renovate it until Sac Sewer leaves our park as they will be 
removing a corner of the basketball court. 
 
Still in the waiting game on permits to get started to perform the pre-construction 
for the Public Restroom Company at Arcade Creek Park. 
The building is already manufactured just waiting for permit approval from 
Sacramento County. Board President, Alex Vassar sent an email to Supervisor 
Desmond to see if he could give us clarification on why we have not received our 
permits in 5 months. 
 
Prop 68 Per Capita Grant is completed on my side. Still waiting to get payment 
processed by the State Per Capita Grant. Due to staff shortage and computer 
issues, it is taking 3 or more weeks to hear back from the Grant Project Manager. I 
keep pushing it by emailing 1-2 times per week. 
 
When the last storm arrived, we lost more trees and Raul’s tree service came over 
to Hamilton Street Park and took care of it in one day. Anita was fighting lowering 
the bridge twice over the weekend. After the storm Anita and Karina picked up 
several loads of debris from the creek. 
 
The weather has really been a challenge for our Park Maintenance staff but they 
are dedicated and get through it.

AGREEMENT FOR 
PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY 

 
This Agreement for Purchase of Real Property, (hereinafter referred to as 
“Agreement”), is between SACRAMENTO AREA SEWER DISTRICT, a county 
sanitation district formed pursuant to and operating under the authority of the 
County Sanitation District Act, commencing at Health and Safety Code section 
4700, (hereinafter referred to as "SacSewer"), and Arcade Creek Recreation & Park 
District, a political subdivision of the State of California, formerly known as Del Paso 
Recreation and Park District (hereinafter referred to as "Owner"). 
 
 The parties hereby agree as follows: 
 
1. PROPERTY. 
Owner agrees to sell to SacSewer and SacSewer agrees to purchase from Owner 
pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, an Easement  for 
Sewer over approximately 23,012 square feet (hereinafter referred to as 
"Easement") and a Temporary Construction Easement over approximately 3,330 
square feet (hereinafter referred to as “TCE”).  Sewer Easement is attached hereto 
as Attachment 1 and includes legal description and plat as Exhibits “A” and “B”. 
The TCE is attached hereto as Attachment 2 and includes plat as Exhibit “B”.    
Owner affirms that it legally owns the property rights to be conveyed by the 
Easement and the TCE and is empowered to execute said conveyance documents 
and this Agreement.  It is understood that said property rights are necessary for the 
construction of the Creek Crossings Project (hereinafter referred to as “Project”). 
 
2. ESCROW. 
This transaction shall be handled through Escrow Number 01006739-010-AM-PJ, 
(hereinafter referred to as "Escrow"), with Fidelity National Title Company, 
(hereinafter known as "Escrow Agent"), at 8525 Madison Avenue, Suite 110, Fair 
Oaks, CA 95628 as described in the attached Escrow Instructions, (hereinafter 
referred to as "Escrow Instructions"), identified as Attachment 3. 
 
3. DELIVERY OF DOCUMENT/ESCROW. 
The conveyance documents for the property rights will be executed in a form 
supplied by SacSewer and delivered by Owner to SacSewer for the purpose of 
placing the documents, excepting the TCE, into Escrow.  SacSewer shall not be 
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deemed to have accepted delivery of the Easement and the TCE until such time as 
the Easement is recorded in the Official Records of the SacSewer of Sacramento, 
California.  SacSewer shall pay all costs of escrow and recording fees incurred in 
this transaction.  The TCE shall not be recorded. 
 
4. PURCHASE PRICE AND ESCROW. 
SacSewer shall place into Escrow the sum of $40,920.00, (hereinafter referred to as 
"Purchase Price"), for the Easement and the TCE, which the parties agree includes 
all improvements, damages, and severance.  The escrow agent shall deliver the 
Purchase Price to Owner when title to the Easement vests in the SacSewer free and 
clear of all liens, encumbrances, assessments, easements, and leases (recorded 
and/or unrecorded), and taxes as indicated on the Escrow Instructions. 
 
5. PAYMENT OF MORTGAGE OR DEED OF TRUST. 
Upon demand by any mortgagee under a mortgage or beneficiary under a deed of 
trust or lien holder with a lien recorded against the Owner’s property, made in writing 
to SacSewer prior to the close of Escrow, SacSewer may make payable to the 
mortgagee, beneficiary or lien holder entitled thereunder, an amount not to exceed 
the Purchase Price under this Agreement.  If this section is made applicable by the 
demand above described then the mortgagee or beneficiary shall, at the close of 
Escrow, furnish the Owner with good and sufficient receipt showing the monies 
credited against the indebtedness secured by said mortgage or deed of trust. 
 
6. POSSESSION. 
Owner agrees that SacSewer and its authorized agents or contractors may enter 
upon the Owner’s land described herein for purposes of performing activities related 
to and incidental to the construction of the Project, inclusive of the right to remove 
and dispose of any improvements, prior to the Owner receiving the Purchase Price.  
Such possession and use of the land by the SacSewer may commence after full 
execution of this Agreement and Escrow being fully funded by SacSewer.  
 
Notwithstanding the above, SacSewer’s right to possession of the TCE area will be 
during the term defined in the TCE deed.  
 
7. OWNER’S INDEMNIFICATION. 
Owner covenants and agrees to indemnify and hold the SacSewer harmless from any 
and all claims that third parties may make or assert with respect to the title to the 
premises and any improvements.   
 
8. RESTORATION OF TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT. 
Upon completion of the Project, SacSewer shall restore, replace or cause to be 
replaced said TCE area to a condition reasonably similar or like that condition which 
existed on the date of this Agreement.  SacSewer agrees to coordinate its 
construction activities in a way that minimizes interference with Owner’s use of its 
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property. 
 
9. RE-CONSTRUCTION OF OWNER’S REMAINDER PROPERTY. 
SacSewer and its authorized agents and contractors are hereby granted permission 
to enter onto Owner’s remainder property to reconstruct Owner’s driveways, 
walkways, and appurtenant areas as necessary to conform to Project improvements.  
The cost of such re-construction of the Owner’s remainder property shall be borne 
by SacSewer.  Owner is responsible for the reconstruction of all landscape areas, 
including re-grading and replanting any affected lawn and landscaped areas and 
repair and/or replacement of irrigation systems for which Owner has been 
compensated.   
 
10.  LEASE WARRANTY. 
Owner warrants there are no oral or written leases on any portion of the Property 
exceeding a period of one month. 
 
11. COUNTY’S USE AND LIABILITY. 
SacSewer agrees to release Owner from any liability arising from the SacSewer 
exercising its rights under this Agreement.  Furthermore, SacSewer agrees to 
assume responsibility for any damages to Owner’s property, other than the above 
mentioned landscaped areas, caused by reason of the SacSewer’s use of the 
Easement and TCE under this Agreement and will, at SacSewer’s option, either repair 
or pay for such damage. 
 
12. GOVERNING LAW/SEVERABILITY. 
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of 
the State of California.  If any provision in this Agreement is held by a court of 
competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the remaining provisions 
shall continue in full force without being impaired. 
 
13. PUBLIC PURPOSE. 
Both Owner and SacSewer agree that SacSewer requires the Easement and TCE, 
which is/are not now appropriated to a public use, for the Project and SacSewer can 
acquire the Property through the exercise of the power of eminent domain. 

 
Both Owner and SacSewer recognize the expense, time, effort and risk to both Owner 
and SacSewer in failing to resolve a dispute over compensation for the Easement and 
TCE by eminent domain litigation; and therefore the parties agree that the 
compensation set forth herein is in compromise and settlement in lieu of such 
litigation. 
 
14. AUTHORITY AND EXECUTION. 
This Agreement, which is valid only when executed by SacSewer, constitutes the 
complete understanding and Agreement of the parties hereto and no oral 
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representation shall in any manner vary the terms hereof or be binding. 
 
15. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. 
The performance of this Agreement constitutes the entire consideration for the 
conveyances from Owner and shall relieve the SacSewer of all further obligation or 
claim on this account, or on account of the location, grade or construction of the 
proposed public improvement and related facilities and/or structures.  The obligations 
of the parties hereto shall survive the close of escrow. 
 
16. COUNTERPARTS 
Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, and shall be deemed one and 
the same agreement. Electronic and scanned signatures shall be deemed original 
signatures for all purposes, including proof of terms herein, and shall be binding on 
each party.

Objective 

       Revise teleconferencing in specified scenarios by ending AB 361 and re-codified to AB 2449. 

Background 
The Brown Act required that if the legislative body of a local agency elects to use teleconferencing, it 
shall post agendas at all teleconference locations and conduct teleconference meeting in a manner 
that protects the statutory and constitutional rights of the parties or the public appearing before the 
legislative body of a local agency. 
 
Starting in March 2020, amid rising concern surrounding the spread of COVID-19. California 
Governor Newsom issued a series of Executive Orders aimed at containing the novel 
coronavirus. These Executive Orders collectively modified certain requirements created by the 
Ralph M. Brown Act, specifically in reference to teleconferencing. 
 
To address this issue, AB 361 provided relief from the obligation to post meeting agendas at all 
conference locations. Since October 2021, the district has been adopting a resolution during the 
monthly board of directors meeting authorizing remote teleconferencing meeting pursuant to 
Brown Act Provision. 

 
Analysis 

          The teleconferencing provisions of AB 361 do not expire until January 1, 2024. However, Governor 
Newsom announced that the COVID-19 State of Emergency will end on February 28, 2023, meaning 
public agencies will no longer have the necessary authority to hold virtual meetings under the 
provisions of AB 361 after that date. 

 
       AB 2449 reiterates the standard Brown Act teleconference rules, re-codifies the rules set out in AB 

361 for times of declared emergency, and provides for relaxed teleconferencing rules when a 
member of the legislative body needs to attend remotely for an emergency, or other reasons 
supported by “just cause”.

What to Know About Brown Act Legislation (ref: CSDA) 

 

Assembly Bill 2449 (Rubio) establishes a new avenue for a minority of a local agency’s board to 
meet remotely without noticing or providing public access to their remote meeting location under 
modified Brown Act requirements provided that the agency abides by the strict substantive and 
procedural requirements within the legislation. Local agencies may avail themselves of the 
alternative agenda posting and teleconference requirements, potentially making it easier for local 
agency board members to participate in a meeting remotely under certain circumstances that 
would’ve otherwise precluded that participation.  

AB 2449 passed the State Senate last week on a 36-3-1 vote, proceeding next to the Assembly floor, 
whereupon the measure passed with a 67-2-11 vote. Having reached the engrossing and enrolling 
stage, the bill now awaits action by Governor Newsom. If signed, the bill would take effect at the 
start of 2023. The bill contains multiple sunset dates, though perhaps the most relevant is the 
January 1, 2026 sunset, after which time all the provisions added by AB 2449 lapse and become 
unavailable to local agencies.  

The freedoms granted by AB 2449 may be familiar to those accustomed to holding meetings under 
the framework established by Assembly Bill 361 (R. Rivas, 2021). AB 361 remains in effect 
through 2023 and can still be used by local agencies during any state-declared emergency. If signed 
into law, the provisions of AB 2449 would provide an entirely separate and distinct method of 
conducting remote meetings from that provided by AB 361. Therefore, local agencies would have 
the option to conduct remote meetings under the provisions of AB 2449, AB 361, or traditional 
Brown Act teleconference requirements. Local agencies may also choose to conduct public 
meetings entirely in-person under the Brown Act.  

What is different about AB 2449 remote meetings?  

Under the provisions of AB 2449, agencies would not be obligated to post agendas at all 
teleconference locations, would not be obligated to identify all teleconference locations in the 
meeting agendas, and would not be obligated to make each teleconference location open to the 
public.  

However, for an agency to proceed under the procedures established by AB 2449, it must observe 
the requirement that at least a quorum of the members of the legislative body participates in-person 
from a singular, physical location clearly identified on the agenda, open to the public, and situated 
within the boundaries of the territory over which the local agency exercises jurisdiction. This stands 
in notable contrast to the provisions of AB 361, which contains no such requirement. Under AB 
2449, it would not be permissible to have the entirety of the board participate remotely pursuant to 
the bill’s provisions. Another departure from the AB 361 rules includes the fact that remote 
participation under AB 2449 must be done for specified reasons — either because of a “just cause” 
or as a result of “emergency circumstances.” The two cases have different requirements that must be 
observed and have their own unique restrictions.  

The agency must also be prepared to host a robust remote meeting — under the terms of AB 2449, 
an agency must provide at least one of the following so that the public may remotely observe the 
meeting and provide comments: 

A two-way audiovisual platform (defined to mean an online platform that provides participants with 
the ability to participate in a meeting via both an interactive video conference and a two-way 
telephonic function); and/or

• A two-way telephonic service and a live webcasting of the meeting (defined to mean a 
telephone service that does not require internet access, is not provided as part of a two-way 
audiovisual platform, and allows participants to dial a telephone number to listen and 
verbally participate) 

 Under what conditions may board members use AB 2449?  

Board agency members are also individually tasked with observing certain requirements before they 
can make use of AB 2449’s terms. It is incumbent upon the individual board members themselves 
to follow certain requirements laid out in the bill; save for some overlapping obligations, the 
requirements differ based on whether the member’s remote participation is arising out of a “just 
cause” or “emergency circumstances,” as shown below: 

 Just Cause” “Emergency Circumstances” 

  

✔  The member notifies the legislative body at 
the earliest opportunity possible (including at 
the start of a regular meeting) of their need to 
participate remotely for “just cause,” including 
a general description (typically not exceeding 
20 words) of the circumstances relating to their 
need to appear remotely at the given meeting. 

  

Remote participation for “just cause” reasons 
shall not be utilized by any member of the 
legislative body for more than two meetings 
per calendar year. 

  

“Just cause” means any of the following: 

  

• A childcare or caregiving need of a 
child, parent, grandparent, grandchild, 
sibling, spouse, or domestic partner that 
requires them to participate remotely 

• A contagious illness that prevents a 
member from attending in person 

• A need related to a physical or mental 
disability (as defined [1][2]) not 
otherwise accommodated 

• Travel while on official business of the 
legislative body or another state or 
local agency 

  

  

✔  The member requests the legislative body to 
allow them to participate in the meeting 
remotely due to “emergency 
circumstances” and the legislative body takes 
action to approve the request. The member 
shall make this request to participate remotely 
at a meeting as soon as possible. The 
legislative body shall request a general 
description (typically not exceeding 20 words) 
of the circumstances relating to their need to 
appear remotely at the given meeting. 

✔  The member shall make a separate request 
for each meeting in which they seek to 
participate remotely. 

  

The general description of the circumstances 
does not require the member to disclose any 
medical diagnosis or disability, or any personal 
medical information that is already exempt 
under existing law, such as the Confidentiality 
of Medical Information Act. 

  

The legislative body may take action on a 
request to participate remotely at the earliest 
opportunity. If the request does not allow 
sufficient time to place proposed action on 
such a request on the posted agenda for the 
meeting for which the request is made, the 
legislative body may take action at the

beginning of the meeting in accordance 
with existing law. 

  

“Emergency circumstances” means a 
physical or family medical emergency that 
prevents a member from attending in person. 

  

  

✔  The member shall publicly disclose at the meeting, before any action is taken, whether any 
other individuals 18 years of age or older are present in the room at the remote location with the 
member, and the general nature of the member’s relationship with any such individual(s). 

 ✔  The member shall participate through both audio and visual technology. 

 Under neither case (“just cause”/“emergency circumstances”) do AB 2449’s provisions permit 
any member of a legislative body to participate in meetings of the legislative body solely by 
teleconference from a remote location for a period of 

• more than three consecutive months or 20 percent of the regular meetings for the local 
agency within a calendar year, or 

• more than two meetings if the legislative body regularly meets fewer than 10 times per 
calendar year 

  

Based on the requirements that both the agency and agency board member must observe, it would 
be imperative that there is ample coordination taking place in advance of a meeting in order to abide 
by the terms of AB 2449. While some of the provisions are related to circumstances that are, by 
nature, difficult or impossible to anticipate, agencies can still prepare in advance for the 
requirements by ensuring that they operate a remote meeting system that meets all the procedural 
and substantive requirements of AB 2449, while also developing a means for agency board 
members to submit their remote meeting requests and preparing the associated recordkeeping 
related to tracking board member reliance on AB 2449’s provisions. Agencies would also be well-
served to ensure board members are familiar with the requirements within AB 2449, particularly the 
requirement that the board member must participate through both audio and visual technology.

Brown Act Updates: Continued Remote Meetings  

Takeaways from New Law AB 2449 

AB 2449 – Limited Teleconferencing in Specified Scenarios 
  
AB 2449 reiterates the standard Brown Act teleconference rules, re-codifies the 
rules set out in AB 361 for times of declared emergency, and also provides for 
relaxed teleconferencing rules when a member of the legislative body needs to 
attend remotely for an emergency, or other reasons supported by “just cause.” 
  
Newly Added Teleconference Rules Available Jan. 1, 2023 
Under the new teleconference rules, a legislative body may hold a “hybrid” (partial 
teleconference, partial in-person) meeting without having to comply with certain 
procedural requirements (post agendas at teleconference locations, identify 
teleconference locations in the agenda, make all teleconference locations open to 
the public) in the following limited circumstances: 

• One or more members of the legislative body (but less than a quorum) have “just cause” for not attending the meeting in 
person (childcare or family caregiving need, contagious illness, physical or mental disability need, or travel while on official 
public business); or 

• One or more members of the legislative body (but less than a quorum) experience an emergency circumstance (a physical 
or family medical emergency that prevents in-person attendance). 

 Members of legislative bodies who wish to use one of the above exceptions should 
be sure to contact the agency’s legal counsel before attending a meeting remotely. 
There are restrictions on the number of times any one member may attend 
remotely in a year under one of these exceptions. Further, a quorum of the body 
must still be meeting in-person, and the body must meet the following relaxed 
remote access rules: 

• Provide either a two-way audio visual system or a two-way phone service in addition to live webcasting; 
• Identify a call-in or internet-based access option on the agenda, in addition to the in-person meeting location; 
• Ensure that if a disruption to the online meeting occurs, the body takes no further action on agendized items until public 

access is restored; and 
• Avoid requiring public comments to be submitted in advance, and provide a real-time option for the public to address the 

body at the meeting. 

 AB 361 Rules In Effect Today & Re-Codified in AB 2449 
As a reminder, when a state of emergency is involved, a legislative body may hold 
teleconference meetings without meeting certain procedural requirements (post 
agendas at teleconference locations, identify teleconference locations in the 
agenda, make all teleconference locations open to the public) in the following 
circumstances: 

• The meeting is held during a proclaimed state of emergency and state/local officials have imposed or recommended 
measures to promote social distancing (including, for example Cal-OSHA or other regulatory guidance requiring employees 
to be trained in social distancing to reduce exposure); 

• The meeting is held during a proclaimed state of emergency for the purpose of determining whether meeting in person 
during the emergency would present imminent risks to the health or safety of attendees; and/or 



• The meeting is held during a proclaimed state of emergency and the body has already determined that meeting in person 
during the emergency would present imminent risks to the health or safety of attendees. 

  
If the body is relying on the above findings to justify meeting by teleconference, it 
must: 

• Give the public notice of how to access the meeting and offer public comment; 
• Ensure that if a disruption to the online meeting occurs, the body takes no further action on agendized items until public 

access is restored; 
• Avoid requiring public comments to be submitted in advance, and provide a real-time option for the public to address the 

body at the meeting; and 
• If the state of emergency remains active or social distancing measures continue to be imposed/recommended by state or 

local officials, continue to make findings supporting the teleconference meetings at least every 30 days. 

  
Original Brown Act Teleconferencing Rules Remain Available 
Local agencies may always rely on the teleconferencing rules that applied pre-
COVID – all votes must be by rollcall, the meeting must be conducted so as to 
protect the rights of the public appearing before the body or wishing to comment, 
all members of the public must be able to access the meeting and provide public 
comment, teleconference locations must be identified in  the agenda, copies of the 
agenda must be posted at all teleconference locations, and teleconference locations 
must be open to the public. Finally, at least a quorum of the members of the 
legislative body who are participating remotely must do so from locations within 
the agency’s jurisdiction.

Objective 

      To review and update the current District Policy 2540 Bereavement Leave to bring policy up 
to date with Assembly Bill 1949 Bereavement Leave. 

Background       
AB 1949 – Bereavement Leave amends the California Family Rights Act (CFRA) to require 
that covered employers provide employees with up to five days of bereavement leave for 
the death of a qualifying family member. This obligation is separate and apart from the 12 
weeks of leave employees are eligible to take under the CFRA for their own serious health 
condition or that of a family member. To be eligible for bereavement leave, an employee 
must have been employed for at least 30 days, Leave may be taken for the death of an 
employee’s spouse, domestic partner, parent, parent-in-law, grandparent, grandchild, child, 
or sibling. The leave must be taken within three months of the family death and can be taken 
all at once or intermittently. Employers may require that employees take this leave pursuant 
to any existing bereavement leave policy. If the employer does not have an existing policy, 
the leave may be unpaid; however, employees may elect to use accrued vacation, personal 
leave, sick leave, or other compensatory time off. 

 
Analysis 

        Current District Policy 2540 Bereavement Leave states:

Objective 

      To add update the Districts current policy 2525 – Family and Medical Leave to include 
“Designated Person” 

Background       
Assembly Bill 1041 – Leave Permitted for a “Designated Person”, states the bill expands the 
class of people for whom an employee may take caregiver leave under the California Family 
Rights Act to include a “designated person”. The law defines this term to include any 
individual related by blood or whose association with the employee is the equivalent of a 
family relationship. An employee can identify a designated person at the time the employee 
request CFRA leave. 

 
Separately, AB1041 allows an employee to take paid sick leave to care for a “designated  
person” under the California Health Workplaces, Healthy Families Act of 2014. 

 
Analysis 
    Current District Policy 2525 restricts taking time off to care for the following: newborn, 

adopted, or foster child or for a seriously ill child, parent, or spouse and applies to full-time 
employees.  

 
    Employees are required to use applicable accrued paid leaves permitted by the District, 

including vacation leave and sick leave.

POLICY TITLE:  Family and Medical Leave 
POLICY NUMBER:  2525 
 
 
2525.1 The purpose of this policy is to clarify how Arcade Creek Recreation and Park District will implement the 
Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993 (FMLA).   
 
2525.2 Eligibility.  To be eligible for leave under the FMLA, an employee must have: (1) been employed by 
Arcade Creek Recreation and Park District for at least 12 months, which need not be consecutive; (2) worked for 
Arcade Creek Recreation and Park District at least 1,250 hours during the 12 months immediately preceding the 
commencement of leave 
 
The District is not required by law to implement this policy; however, in the welfare of full time employee’s, the 
District will honor this act. 
 
2525.3 Leave Benefit. 
 
 2525.3.1 Eligible employees will be provided with up to 12 weeks of unpaid leave each year to care 

for a newborn, adopted, or foster child or for a seriously ill child, parent, or spouse.  In addition, em-
ployees who are unable to perform the functions of their position because of a serious health condition 
will also be entitled to 12 weeks of unpaid leave.  "Serious health condition" is defined as an illness, 
injury, impairment, or physical or mental condition that entails 

  
 (1) inpatient care in a hospital, hospice, or residential medical care facility; or, 
 (2) continuing treatment by a health care provider. 
 
 2525.3.2 To be eligible for leave under the FMLA, the employee will first be required to use applicable 

accrued paid leaves permitted by the District, including vacation leave and sick leave for the first part of 
the 12-week statutory leave.  Paid leave may not be added to the end of the 12 weeks of unpaid leave 
without the General Manager’s prior approval.  If a husband and wife are both employed by Arcade 
Creek Recreation and Park District, the total number of workweeks of leave to which both may be 
entitled shall be limited to 12 weeks if leave is taken for the birth, adoption, or foster placement of a child 
or for the purpose of caring for a seriously ill parent. 

 
 2525.3.3 Employees on leave who were previously covered by Arcade Creek Recreation and Park 

District 's health benefit shall continue to be covered at the level and under the conditions that coverage 
would have been provided if the employee were continuing to work. 

 
 2525.3.4 At the end of the leave the employee will be reinstated to his/her previous position or to an 

equivalent job with equivalent pay, benefits, and working conditions.  However, the employee will not

accrue seniority or employment benefits (ie: vacation, sick leave, etc) during the leave period.  Arcade 
Creek Recreation and Park District may also require the employee to obtain medical certification that 
they are able to resume work. 

 
2525.4 Employee Obligations 
 
 2525.4.1 If an employee requests leave for the birth, adoption, or the foster placement of a child, and 

the need for leave is foreseeable, the employee must provide the District with at least 30 days' prior 
written notice.  However, if the date of the birth, adoption, or foster placement requires that leave begin 
in less than 30 days, the employee must provide the District with as much notice as practicable.  If the 
employee requests leave because of a serious health condition, the employee must provide the District 
with 30- days notice, or with as much notice as practicable. 

 
 2525.4.2 Employees seeking leave on account of a serious health condition must provide the 

Administrator with medical certification regarding their condition.  The Administrator may require 
employees to obtain, at Arcade Creek Recreation and Park District’s expense, a second opinion.  If the 
second opinion differs from the first, the Administrator may require a third opinion from a mutually 
agreed on health care provider. 

 
 2525.4.3 For most leaves, employees will not be permitted to take their leave intermittently or on a 

reduced-leave schedule without the Administrator’s approval.  However, intermittent leave or a reduced-
leave schedule may, if medically necessary, be taken by the employee because of a serious health 
condition.  An employee who seeks intermittent leave or leave on reduced-leave schedule because of 
planned medical treatment may be required to transfer temporarily to a different position, with equivalent 
working conditions, that accommodates recurring periods of leave better than the employee's regular 
job.
